perched like a bird my street companions aren t friends in the sense that i would share my

food with them but they are my comrades we were fleeing death without realizing that he

moved with us or behind us dressed in denim pants plastic boots and kepis and speaking

kinyarwanda swahili or english these soldiers were so cruel instead of attacking the

people who had the strength to run away they usually started with the weak who

lagged behind this would include pregnant mothers children separated from their parents
